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Iva Ljubičić Lukić and Kosjenka Turkulin, piano four-hands
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Iva Ljubičić Lukić and Kosjenka Turkulin are prominent Croatian pianists, music pedagogues, organizers of concert cycles and festivals, promoters of Croatian music and chamber musicians. They have been playing together as a duo since 2012. Their repertoire includes a range of works from classical to the 21st century and includes the most important compositions written for piano four-hands. So far, they have performed as a duo in numerous cities throughout Croatia and abroad (Slovenia, Ireland, Italy, Morocco). They regularly collaborate with the ensemble Glazbene staze.

They are the founders and artistic directors of the Zagreb Piano Duo Festival, which has been held since 2016, within which, in addition to concerts, they regularly organize professional meetings and forums.

Iva Ljubičić Lukić and Kosjenka Turkulin have premiered several works by Croatian authors (Zoran Juranić, Frano Parać, Ivan Končić, Krešimir Seletković) and have also launched a series of sheet music editions of the Zagreb Piano Duo Festival with works by Croatian authors for this ensemble.

In 2025, the Cantus publishing house of the Croatian Composers' Association released their album Damenbal with works by Croatian composers.
