Highly professional and well-qualified nuclear safeguards inspectors and policy officers to work for DG Energy at the European Commission. Candidates must be EU citizens and have a thorough knowledge of one official EU language (C1) and a satisfactory knowledge of English, French or German (B2). Nuclear safeguard inspectors will have a background in nuclear physics, nuclear chemistry, nuclear medicine, radiation protection, radiobiology, physics, chemistry, engineering or a related field. Nuclear policy advisors will have extensive experience in the nuclear field, mainly regarding nuclear policy and nuclear legislation. Both posts require a minimum of 6 years' professional experience in an area related to the field of duties.

Your duties:

As a nuclear safeguard inspector, you can expect a challenging and rewarding role. You will be required to conduct inspections of the nuclear fuel cycle in nuclear facilities; take part in the development of specific safeguards mechanisms for each nuclear installation; develop, prepare, calibrate, install and maintain equipment and instruments, and prepare and participate in meetings with internal and external stakeholders. These duties will include frequent missions and access to controlled areas of nuclear installations.

As a policy officer, you will thrive in a demanding and stimulating work environment and will be expected to work in close cooperation with the nuclear safeguard inspectors.
